Education 
We hold the most educational classes of any Chapter, and will be responsible for more than 30 CCIM classes 
coming to the state of Florida in 2007. The CCIM Designation Program will prepare CCIMs to identify their client’s 
commercial and investment real estate needs and satisfy them.
